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General Competition Rule 129:
Add new (xv): For offences
involving abusive language or
behaviour, physical assault or
threat of physical assault, the
Stewards of the Meeting can
impose an immediate suspension
of up to 30 days. Such sentence of
suspension may only be imposed
after a hearing by the Stewards.

Any suspension under this article
shall remain in place until the
completion of any appeal hearing
that may arise. The report of the
hearing to MI may be a cause for
the calling of a Court of Inquiry by
MI.

General Competition Rule 151 (d):
New wording: Sentence of

suspension may be pronounced
only by MI, with the exception of a
maximum of 30 days suspension
by the Stewards of a Meeting as
per Rule No. 129 (xv). Sentence of
suspension shall be reserved for
grave offences.

These amendments are effective
immediately.
